Nativity of Our Lord 2021
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“Jesus’ origin is not like ours.
He is not born as we are of the will of blood, nor of the will of the flesh,

nor of the will of man (John 1:13); bringing to humanity the secret and the
power of being born again in the Spirit, he is born of the woman and of the
Spirit of God.
